DIRECTIONS FOR USE
MILKING PLANT

Weekly or Remedial Bomb Clean:
After initial rinse of plant, circulate Impact at a rate 
of 30 to 50g per 10 litres of water at a temperature 
of 55°C to 65°C. Circulate for 3 to 5 minutes. Rinse 
plant well with cold water.

SANITISE

Ensure surfaces are thoroughly rinsed. Sanitise by 
using either an acid iodophor such as Dairy Power 
Biodyne or Dairy Power Komplete, or and acid 
anionic sanitiser such as Dairy Power Defender.

COMMENTS
1.	 Ensure safety equipment is worn when handling this 

product.
2.	 The temperature should not exceed 65°C.
3.	 A violent reaction may occur if added directly to 

boiling water.
4.	 Allow a volume of 5 to 7 litres of water per set of cups 

or 10 litres per set of cups if reverse flow cleaning.
